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4. Uso previsto

La torre está destinada a los siguientes usos:

- Como torre de trabajo móvil para uso en una variedad de lugares diferentes.
- Como torre de trabajo móvil para trabajos a una altura máxima especificada.
- Para uso temporal en interiores y exteriores.
Uso no previsto significa cualquier uso que no se describe como un uso previsto en este
documento o que va más allá. El operador es el único que asume el riesgo de cualquier
daño resultante.

En particular, no se permiten los siguientes usos de la torre

- Como medio de transporte de herramientas y materiales.
- Como medio de transporte de personas.
- Como medio auxiliar para trabajos de demolición (por vibraciones).
- Como elemento de equipamiento deportivo.

5. Alcance de la entrega

7. General ˜nformat˜on

Note!

a) Th˜s ̃ nstruct˜on manual shall be ava˜lable on the locat˜on of use of the mob˜le access 
and work˜ng tower.
b) Th˜s mob˜le access and work˜ng tower shall only be used accord˜ng to th˜s manual 
w˜thout any mod˜f̃ cat˜on.
c) Mob˜le access and work˜ng towers must only be used ˜n accordance w˜th nat˜onal 
regulat˜ons.

+ The operator ˜s respons˜ble for the safe operat˜on of the product.
+ The operator ˜s respons˜ble for ensur˜ng that ˜nstallers or users rece˜ve appropr˜ate 
˜nstruct˜on before erect˜ng or us˜ng the product for the f˜rst t˜me.

8. Assembly, alterat˜on and d˜smantl˜ng

Warn˜ng!

+ The locat˜on of the mob˜le access and work˜ng tower must be checked to prevent 
acc˜dents dur̃ ng assembly, d˜smantl˜ng and mov˜ng w˜th respect to:

a. A hor˜zontal, flat and sol˜d base;
b. The locat˜on must be free of obstacles;
c. Weather and w˜nd cond˜t˜ons
d. Electr˜c˜ty cables (above ground)

+ User tra˜n˜ng courses cannot be a subst˜tute for ˜nstruct˜on manuals but only comple-
ment them;
+ Only the or˜g˜nal [manufacturers name] components spec˜f̃ ed ̃ n th˜s manual shall be 
used;
+ Damaged or ˜ncorrect components shall not be used;
+ Th˜s product shall only be used accord˜ng to the ˜nstruct˜on manual;
+ Mob˜le access and work˜ng towers des˜gned ˜n accordance w˜th EN 1004-1 are not 
anchor po˜nts for personal fall arrest equ˜pment;
+ Work˜ng ˜s only perm˜tted on a platform w˜th a complete s˜de protect˜on ̃ nclud˜ng 
guardra˜ls and toeboards.
+ An ˜ntermed˜ate platform can be converted ˜nto the work˜ng platform ˜f ̃ t ̃ s equ˜pped 
w˜th s˜de protect˜on on all s˜des, ˜nclud˜ng toe boards.
+ The manufacturer’s ˜nstruct˜ons for assembly and use must be observed.
+ The product must be assembled and d˜smantled by at least 2 persons.
+ The d˜stance between 2 platforms ˜s not more than 2.25 m. An except˜on ̃ s the d˜stance 
to the f˜rst platform w˜th 3.40 m.
+ Any dev˜at˜on from the spec˜f̃ ed tower conf˜gurat˜ons ̃ n these assembly and use 
˜nstruct˜ons ˜s not perm˜tted.

+ The product may only be erected, moved and used on level, stable surfaces; ˜f necessary, 
use load-d˜str̃ but˜ng pads.
+ Pay attent˜on to poss˜ble obstacles and electr˜cal hazards.
+ Do not assemble or use at w˜nd speeds of over 12 m/s (Beaufort Scale 6).
+ Check that all components, aux˜l˜ary tools and safety dev˜ces for erect˜ng the product 
are ava˜lable at the place of use.
+ Use the requ˜red components as descr˜bed ̃ n the assembly and use ̃ nstruct˜ons. Fa˜lure 
to observe th˜s ̃ nstruct˜on may result ˜n the r˜sk of an acc˜dent and the stab˜l˜ty and 
load-bear˜ng capac˜ty of the product are no longer guaranteed.
+ Assemble the product accord˜ng to the ˜llustrat˜ons conta˜ned ˜n these assembly and 
use ˜nstruct˜ons.
+ Observe the spec˜f̃ ed order of assembly.
+ D˜smantl˜ng ˜s ˜n the reverse order.
+ Hand over product components from platform to platform. Do not throw them.
+ The product must be al˜gned vert˜cally by means of levell˜ng sp˜ndles (˜f ava˜lable). 
Max˜mum ˜ncl˜nat˜on may not exceed 1 %.
+ Observe the forces and loads spec˜f̃ ed by the manufacturer.
+ It ˜s not perm˜tted to stand on an unsecured platform:
+ Install safe guardra˜ls from the platform below.
+ Do not stand on the platform wh˜lst d˜smantl˜ng the s˜de protect˜on.
+ Erect the product so that the top surface ̃ s the work˜ng platform and surfaces below are 
˜ntermed˜ate platforms.
+ Mob˜le access and work˜ng tower ˜n accordance w˜th EN 1004-1:2020 ˜s not des˜gned for 
use as an access or ex˜t to other structures or bu˜ld˜ngs.
+ Mob˜le access and work˜ng tower ˜n accordance w˜th EN 1004-1:2020 ˜s not des˜gned for 
use as roof edge protect˜on.
+ Electr˜cal danger. Assess all electr˜cal hazards ˜n the work area, such as condu˜ts and 
other electr˜cal equ˜pment. Do not use the scaffold˜ng where there ˜s an electr˜cal hazard.

9. Stab˜l˜ty

Warn˜ng!
R˜sk of ˜njury.

+ Never leave the product unattended. Ensure that unauthor˜sed persons cannot cl˜mb 
on the mob˜le tower.
+ Stab˜l˜sers must be f˜tted ˜n accordance w˜th the spec˜f̃ cat˜ons ̃n these assembly and 
use ˜nstruct˜ons.
+ If assembly ˜s carr˜ed out on one s˜de aga˜nst a wall, do not d˜spense w˜th the stab˜l˜sers 
on the wall s˜de (˜f prov˜ded).
+ Warn˜ng: Hor˜zontal and vert˜cal loads may cause the product to t˜p over, such as:

- Hor˜zontal loads exceed˜ng 30 kg. result˜ng from work act˜v˜t˜es on mob˜le access 
and work˜ng tower are not perm˜tted. In the event of s˜gn˜f̃cantly larger forces, mob˜le 
access and work˜ng tower should be anchored to the facade at 2 po˜nts every 4 meters. 
Each anchor po˜nt should be able to res˜st a load of 120 kg. 
 - Add˜t˜onal w˜nd loads (tunnel effect from passageways between bu˜ld˜ngs, unclad 
bu˜ld˜ngs and bu˜ld˜ng corners)
+ Rock˜ng movements that cause the mob˜le tower to v˜brate are not perm˜tted.
+ Stab˜l˜ty ˜s no longer guaranteed at w˜nd speeds of over 12 m/s.

+ Mob˜le access and work˜ng tower must be d˜smantled or moved to a w˜nd-protected 
area beforehand; do not access the product at w˜nd speeds of over 12 m/s as ˜t poses a 
danger to the surround˜ng area. Add˜t˜onal w˜nd loads (tunnel effect from passageways 
between bu˜ld˜ngs, unclad bu˜ld˜ngs and bu˜ld˜ng corners).
+ If the user leaves the place of use, the product must be d˜smantled, moved to an area 
protected from the w˜nd or secured aga˜nst t˜pp˜ng over or roll˜ng away by add˜t˜onal 
su˜table dev˜ces.
+ The standard conf˜gurat˜ons ̃ n th˜s manual are not calculated on the use of tarpaul˜ns 
and/or advert˜s˜ng boards.

10. Use and mov˜ng

10.1. Check before use
+ Check that the mob˜le access and work˜ng tower ˜s hor˜zontal (check us˜ng a sp˜r̃ t level)
+ Check that all wheels are on the brake.
+ Check that the stab˜l˜zers are properly adjusted and make good contact w˜th the 
ground.
+ Check that the roll˜ng tower ̃ s assembled ̃ n accordance w˜th th˜s manual and ̃ n confor-
m˜ty w˜th the conf˜gurat˜on and ballast table.

+ Check that the env˜ronmental factors, such as sw˜ng˜ng doors ,awn˜ngs that operate 
automat˜cally, aboveground electr˜cal cables, traff˜c and/or passers-by, etc., do not lead to 
dangerous s˜tuat˜ons.
+ Check that mob˜le access and work˜ng tower can be used safely and that ˜t ̃ s su˜table 
for the ˜ntended purpose

10.2. Use

+ Comply w˜th nat˜onal and local regulat˜ons when us˜ng the product.
+ Take adequate precaut˜ons aga˜nst poss˜ble env˜ronmental factors that may ̃ mpa˜r safe 
work˜ng on the product.
+ The danger zone ̃ s the area around the product where people can be h˜t by fall˜ng parts. 
The danger zone ˜s approx. 2 m on all s˜des of the ent˜re product.
+ If poss˜ble, lock doors and w˜ndows ˜n the area of appl˜cat˜on.
+ Do not lock or block emergency ex˜ts.
+ Do not use mob˜le access and work˜ng tower ˜n snow, freez˜ng ra˜n, heavy ra˜n or 
thunderstorms.
+ Hand over tools and mater˜als from platform to platform. Do not throw them.
+ Always keep access hatches closed before and after cl˜mb˜ng through them.
+ Do not overload the platform.
+ Always d˜str̃ bute load evenly on the platform.
+ Check the correct, complete and flawless assembly ˜n accordance w˜th the spec˜f̃ cat˜ons.
+ Comply w˜th the conf˜gurat˜on tables ˜n these assembly and user manual.
+ Observe the follow˜ng before every use:
+ Check the vert˜cal al˜gnment of the product and correct as requ˜red (max˜mum ̃ ncl˜na-
t˜on may not exceed 1 %).
+ Lock the brakes on the castors (red lever underneath).
+ Check the effect˜veness of the stab˜l˜ser (˜f f˜tted).
+ F˜t the extens˜on safe guardra˜ls correctly (˜f f̃ tted) and secure.

+ Check the effect˜veness of the locks.
+ Note that only one platform level may be used as a work˜ng platform. Th˜s platform 
must be equ˜pped w˜th a guardra˜ls and  toe board.
+ Do not use mob˜le access and work˜ng tower ˜f ̃ t ̃ s contam˜nated w˜th, for example, 
pa˜nt, mud, o˜l, chem˜cals or snow.
+ Do not use mob˜le access and work˜ng ̃ f you are not f˜t enough. Certa˜n med˜cal cond˜t-̃
ons or med˜cat˜on, alcohol and drug use may make ˜t unsafe  to use the scaffold˜ng.
+ It ˜s not allowed to extend the he˜ght of the platform by the use of ladders, boxes or 
other dev˜ces;
+ Do not cl˜mb the outs˜de of the mob˜le access and work˜ng tower (except where th˜s ̃ s 
perm˜tted ˜n accordance w˜th EN 1004-1)
+ Mob˜le access and work˜ng towers ˜n accordance w˜th EN 1004-1 are not des˜gned to be 
l˜fted or suspended;
+ Mob˜le access and work˜ng towers shall never be moved w˜th loose mater˜als or persons 
on ˜t;
+ Mob˜le access and work˜ng towers shall only be moved us˜ng manual effort not excee-
d˜ng normal walk˜ng speed;
+ Mob˜le access and work˜ng towers shall only be moved on flat and sol˜d ground w˜thout 
obstacles and stat˜ng the max˜mum perm˜tted slope;
+ Mob˜le access and work˜ng towers are not des˜gned to be sheeted;
+ Mob˜le access and work˜ng towers ˜n accordance w˜th EN 1004-1 are not des˜gned to be 
used as a means to enter or ex˜t other structures, e.g. as a sta˜r tower;
+ Mob˜le access and work˜ng towers ˜n accordance w˜th EN 1004-1 are not des˜gned to be 
used as a means of edge protect˜on
+ D˜stance between platforms shall not exceed 2,25m. Except the d˜stance to the f˜rst 
platform: max. 3,40m.

10.3. Mov˜ng

+ Pay attent˜on to coll˜s˜on r̃sks, e.g. pedestr˜ans, veh˜cles or doors.
+ Avo˜d any coll˜s˜ons w˜th obstacles.
+ Remove objects or persons from the product before mov˜ng ˜t to another locat˜on.
+ Do not move a mob˜le access and work˜ng tower ˜n w˜nds exceed˜ng 12.7 m/s (max. 6 
Beaufort).
+ Before mov˜ng the roll˜ng tower, all wheels must be removed from the brake.
+ In order to move mob˜le access and work˜ng tower, the stab˜l˜sers can only be ra˜sed to 
a max˜mum of 3 cm.
+ Only move the product ˜n long˜tud˜nal or d˜agonal d˜rect˜on by hand at walk˜ng speed.
+ Max˜mum ˜ncl˜nat˜on when moved may not exceed 1 %.
+ After mov˜ng, al˜gn the product aga˜n vert˜cally by us˜ng the levell˜ng sp˜ndles (˜f f˜tted). 
The max˜mum dev˜at˜on from the vert˜cal may not be more than 1 %.
+ After mov˜ng the roll˜ng tower, check all the po˜nts l˜sted ˜n 10.1 (Check before use).

11. Other safety ˜nstruct˜ons

+ Do not l˜ft the product us˜ng any mechan˜cal or electr˜cal equ˜pment.
+ Do not suspend the product from a crane or s˜m˜lar equ˜pment.
+ Do not attach or use l˜ft˜ng dev˜ces, bu˜ld˜ng ho˜sts or s˜m˜lar.
+ Do not use the product as a means to access other surfaces (e.g. sta˜r tower, bu˜ld˜ng, 
etc.).

+ Do not use the product for the purpose of access˜ng other s˜m˜lar products or other 
structures.
+  It ˜s not perm˜tted to attach advert˜s˜ng s˜gns, cladd˜ng or other parts
to the product as they could ˜ncrease w˜nd load.
 + The product ˜s not des˜gned to be used as edge protector.
+ Only access the platforms from the ˜ns˜de of the product.
+ Do not cl˜mb up the outs˜de of the product or at po˜nts not ˜ntended for th˜s purpose.
+ Loads may only be placed on one platform.
+ Work may only take place on one platform.
+ More than one person may be present on the platform prov˜ded the total load-bear˜ng 
capac˜ty ˜s not exceeded.
+ Do not use the platform as the base for other cl˜mb˜ng a˜ds or for any work that ˜s 
conducted above the spec˜f̃  ed max˜mum he˜ght.
+ Do not stand on the safe guardra˜ls and hor˜zontal braces
+ Do not lean your body aga˜nst or over the safe guardra˜ls.

12. Checks, care and ma˜ntenance

+ Handle ˜nd˜v˜dual parts of the product w˜th care dur˜ng assembly, d˜smantl˜ng and 
transport to avo˜d damage.
+ The care and ma˜ntenance of the product ˜s ˜ntended to ensure ˜ts proper funct˜on˜ng.
+ If the product ˜s not˜ceably so˜led, clean ˜t ˜mmed˜ately after use.
+ Do not use any aggress˜ve or abras˜ve clean˜ng agents.
+ The user must check the product every work˜ng day to ensure ˜ts f̃ tness for serv˜ce.
+ Have the product checked by an author˜sed person at least once a year and document 
the check accord˜ngly.
+ If v˜brat˜ons are transferred to the product, check screw un˜ons and other connect˜ons 
every month.
+ All tower components must be checked for damage at regular ˜ntervals.
+ The t˜me spans between these checks are dependent on the ˜ntens˜ty and frequency of 
use.
+ If used commerc˜ally, the appl˜cable regulat˜ons conta˜ned ˜n the legal prov˜s˜ons on 
operat˜onal safety must be observed.
+ Ensure the funct˜on of mov˜ng parts.
+ Replace damage product components by undamaged components.
+ Repa˜rs must be made by the manufacturer or a company author˜zed by the manufac-
turer.
+ Any changes or repa˜rs that do not comply w˜th the manufacturer’s ˜nstruct˜ons shall 
result ˜n the loss of warranty and guarantee.
The follow˜ng ˜tems must be checked dur˜ng regular checks (depend˜ng on the product):
+ The st˜les of the product must be checked to ensure that they are not bent, curved, 
tw˜sted, dented, cracked, corroded or rotten and that the f˜x˜ng po˜nts for other parts (e.g. 
rungs, f˜tt˜ngs) are ˜n good cond˜t˜on.
+ Fasten˜ngs (e.g. screws, r˜vets or bolts) may not be m˜ss˜ng, loose or corroded.
+ Rungs or steps may not be m˜ss˜ng, extremely worn, corroded or damaged.
+ Jo˜nts may not be damaged, loose or corroded.
+ Spread˜ng locks may not be m˜ss˜ng, bent, loose, so˜led, corroded or damaged.
+ F˜tt˜ngs may not be m˜ss˜ng, bent, loose, so˜led, corroded or damaged and must gu˜de 
each st˜le rel˜ably.
+ No feet or end caps may be m˜ss˜ng, loose, severely worn, corroded or damaged.

15. Checkl˜st and release form

Check the product every work˜ng day. Only use the product ˜f all the ˜tems ˜n the check-
l˜st below can be answered by yes.

Is the correct product used?
Are the assembly and use ˜nstruct˜ons ava˜lable at the place of use?
Is the support surface level and does ˜t have a suff˜c˜ent  load-bear˜ng capac˜ty?
Is the product stand˜ng vert˜cally (check w˜th a sp˜r̃t level)?
Do the d˜rect surround˜ngs allow safe use of the product where the product stands or
˜s erected?
Is ˜t ensured that the surround˜ng factors (e.g. power l˜nes) exclude the r˜sk of dangerous 
s˜tuat˜ons occurr˜ng?
Is there suff˜ c˜ent free space for safe erect˜on and safe use of the product?
Were only undamaged, defect-free, correct and unmod˜f̃ ed components used?
Was the product erected accord˜ng to these assembly and user manual and ˜n compl -̃
ance w˜th the conf˜gurat˜on table?
Was the max˜mum perm˜tted structure he˜ght not exceeded?
Is the product easy to access from the ˜ns˜de?
Are the castors correctly f˜tted, adjusted, al˜gned and are the brakes appl˜ed?
Are the frame parts correctly assembled and secured?
Are the braces and safe guardra˜ls ˜nstalled and secured at the correct po˜nts?
Are the stab˜l˜sers correctly ˜nstalled and are they su˜table for the perm˜tted platform 
he˜ght?
Are the platforms ˜nstalled at the correct he˜ghts and do they contact the frame properly?
Are all ant˜-l˜ft˜ng dev˜ces (e.g. on the platforms) secured?
Are all lock˜ng catches correctly f˜tted to the product?
Was the tower conf˜gurat˜on checked regularly (see release form)?

+ The product must be free from so˜l˜ng (e.g. dust, d˜rt, pa˜nt, o˜l, grease or snow).
+ Lock˜ng mechan˜sms may not be damaged or corroded and must funct˜on properly.
+ Platform parts or fasten˜ngs may not be m˜ss˜ng and the platform may not be dama-
ged or corroded.
+ Check weld˜ng seams for cracks.
+ Check castors, wheels and crossbeams for proper funct˜on˜ng.
+ Brakes must be checked for proper funct˜on˜ng.
+ Add˜t˜onally f˜tted accessor˜es and add-on parts must be checked for correct f˜tt˜ng 
and f˜rm seat˜ng.
+ Do not use the product ˜f any of the ˜tems l˜sted above are not ˜n order.

13. Transport and storage

Warn˜ng!
R˜sk of ˜njury.

+ To avo˜d any damage and acc˜dents, make sure that the product ˜s properly secured 
dur˜ng transport (e.g. on roof racks or ˜n the car).
+ Any loose parts must be f˜xed before the product ˜s transported or stored (e.g. ropes or 
access hatches).
+ The product must be stored ˜n a clean, dry place and protected from the weather.
+ It may not be stored ˜n places that may damage ˜ts 
cond˜t˜on (e.g. hum˜d˜ty, h˜gh temperatures, weather cond˜t˜ons).
